Planning an Experiment on Friction








Friction stops your shoes from sliding. 





There are many things that help friction to stop your shoes sliding.





Here are a few: the grip on the bottom of your shoe; 





the size of the bottom of your shoe; 





the amount of weight in your shoe.





These are called FACTORS.





To plan your experiment you need to choose a FACTOR to test. The FACTOR is the thing that you will change in the experiment. 





Once you have chosen your FACTOR, you will need to say what you will keep the same. For example, if you choose to test the grip of your shoes, you must keep the size of the bottom of your shoe and the weight in the shoe the SAME.
